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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to examine levels of operation, to compare and find out interactions
Between the teacher officials with different status and performing work at educational institutions
with different sizes both as overall and in each aspect, and to investigate recommendations for
Operation for cultivating morality and ethics in students. The sample consisted of 220 teacher
Officials performing their functions at schools offering first-third intervals under the Office of
Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area Zone | in the academic year 2007, comprising 55
school administrators and 165 teachers, obtained by using the stratified random sampling
technique. The sample size was determined according to the table designed by percentage.
The instrument used for collecting data was a 48 — item rating — scale questionnaire on having
operation for cultivating morality and ethics in students with a reliability of .99. The statistics
used for analyzing the collected data were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
and F — test (Two —~ way ANOVA),

The results of the study were as follow :

1. The teacher officials as school administrators had operation for cultivating
morality and ethics in students as overall at a high level and in each of al] the aspects at a high
level.

2. The teacher officials as teachers had operation for cultivating morality and

ethics in students as overall and in each of all the aspects at a high level.




3. For the results of comparing a.nd tinding out interactions

3.1 The teacher officials as school administrators and as teachers did not have
different operation for cultivating morality and ethics in students as overall.

3.2 The teacher officials performing their functions at educational institutions
with different sixes had different operation for cultivating morality and ethics in student\;; as
overall af the .05 level of statistical significance.

3.3 There were interactions between these teacher officials’ statutes an the
Sizes of educational institutions where they performed their functions with the operation for
cultivating morality and ethics in students as overall at the .05 level of statistical significance.

4. Recommendations with the most frequency in each aspect include ;

4.1 For discipline in responsibility activities must be organized regularly and
and continuously and must have real practices. Also, each activity must be appropriate to
students’ age (6.29 percent).

4.2 In honesty : activities should be organized with rewards for good -docrs
And penalty for wrong — doers (7.48 percent).

4.3 In gratitude : their gratitude to parent, educational institution, and teachers
should be cultivated in students by emphasizing promotion of love, understanding and gratitude
such as the Parent — Teacher Project (4.92 Percent).

4.4 In kindness and generosity : activities should be organized for students to
have opportunities to help other people such as the elder take care of the younger, peer tutoring,
and others (7.48 percent).

4.5 In thrift and worth while use of resources : The- activities which should be
organized are this litter is valuable, and save electricity with an emphasis on turning off the
electric light and fans every time nobody is in the classroom (6.29 percent).

4.6 In self — behaving to be beneficial to the public : The school should organize
Activities in which students are interested and they participate in expressing their ideas and have

Systematic evaluation (7.48 percent).
