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Absfract

This research aimed to stady and compars the levels of the operation of ternal
supervision, as a whole aud by aspect, by the educational institulion administrators under
Mahg Sarakham Office of Hducational Service Area 2. The sample, obiained through siratified
rattdom sampling, incheded 350 adminisirators and teachers in the schools under Maha
Sarakham Office of Educafional Service Arca 2 in the acadomic year 2006. The sample size
was determined sccording fo the Krejole and Morgan Table, The inslrumoent used was a rating
scale questionnaire containing 50 ifems of which the relinbility value af 0.95. The sfatisiics
used campeised perecniags, mean, stamdacd deviation, and est for hypothesis testing,

The findings arc as follows:

1. The operation of inlernal supervision by the educationsl instintion administralors
under Maha Sarakhan Olfice of Educational Service Aren 2, rs 5 whale, was in the high level
When considered by aspect, it was found that every aspect was in the high fevel. The aspscts
are tanked from high to low according to the value of the mearn as Tolows: fhe aspoet of
infergolion beiwoen the sehool administrators and the tenchers; the aspect of the atmosphore
favorablo For supervision; (he aspect of teachers® behavior; the aspeet of the schooj

admimisirator’s developmend; and the aspect of evaluation.



2. i the comparison of the levels of the operation of the interaal supervision
aceording W the opinions of the adminisirators and feachers under Maha Sarakham Office of
Belucational Scrviee Arca 2, i was Tousd that the admindstrators and eachets had a difference
without statistical significance at .05 Ievel in the internal supervision opoeration, as a whole and
by rspect

3. In the comparison of the levels of the operation of the internal superyision in
basic educational institutions of different sizes under Maha Savakham Office of Edueational
Service Arvca Z, it was found that there was o difference with statisticn! significance at .05
leved in the iernal supervision operation, as 8 whole and by aspeet.

4, Sugpestions and paidelines for solving probloms resulting from the oporstion of the
infernal supervision in basic edueational instittions under Maha Sarakham Gffice of
Educational Service Area 2 were made. The top 3 ranking sugpestions are listed ns follows:
the responsible authority should set up a conuniftes to study the state, the problems, and the
neeels coneerning the internst supervigion; the cducational ingtitiion mast make v ol the
vesilis of {he evatiation of the istornasl supervision; and every feacher should fake partin fhe

pperation of e intcrmal supervision,
