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This study entitled Faclors Affecting Fnglish Leaming Achieverneat of Grade &
Studenis in Basic Educational Tnstitations nader the Office of Roi-Ef Education Area 1 bad two
olyjoctives: 1) to study the velationship between intrinsic and extrinsic factors affecting English
[eaining achicvements of grade 6 studonts; and 2) to find the cquation that can predict English
leaming schicvements of grade & students, The sample consisted of 360 gmde 6 students in basic
educationa] institutions uader the Office of Roi-Ft Education Arca 1 in the scedemic year 2007,
The instrument used a guestionnaite comprising 6 parts; personal information and economic
advantege; motivation in lezrning English; leaming style; aftitude towards Englisk teacher’s
behavior of teaching; home support; and oppostunities for learing, The analysis of data
eimployed percentage, Pearsen’s product movement correlation coefficient and stepwise
regression naalysis.

The results of the stady wore shown by the followings:

1. The values of comrefation evefficients among the variables of the intrinsic factors and

the extrinsic factors ranped from .123 10 641 at the .05 level of stalistical significance .



Tke intrinsic factors that were related to Enplish lcaening achivvements of grade 6
students included tearning siyle, maotivation in lerrning English; and sttitede towards Fnglizh
teacher’s behavior af icaching. Their values of comelntion coefBoients were 254, 235 and , 123,
which were low. The extrinsic fhctors that were related to English Tcaming achicvements of grade
& students included economic edvantape; opportuaitics for lestming; and home support.

Their vadues of correlation coefficieats were 254, 238 and .210 at the .05 lovel of statistic
sigmificance, which were low.

2. Three variables that conid predict English learning achievements of grade & students
with statistical significance at the .05 lovel includesd learning style nod motivetion in laaming
English which weze infrinsic faclors, and cconomic advantage which was an oxtrinsic factor.
