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the lowest as input, the process and the product. When considered in accordance with
the sample statuses, it was found that the opinions of the administrators and the
teachers concerning the performance of quality assurance on student care and
assistance system, as a whole and by dimensions, was on the high level. When
considered in accordance with the school size, it was found that the performance of
quality assurance system, as a whole and by dimension was on the high level in the
schools of all sizes.

2. The opinions of the adminisitators and the teachers in education
school, under Kalasin Educational Service Area Office 1 concerning the performance
of quality assurance on student care and assistance system, both as a whole and by
dimension, were not different.

3. The performance of quality assurance on student care and
assistance system in education schools, with different sizes under Kalasin Educational
Service Area Office 1, as a whole, was not different. When considered by dimensions,
it was found that in product, the performance of at .05. In the dual consideration, it
was found that the performance of the quality assurance on the student care and
assistance system concerning output quality standards in the small—sized schools was
different from that in the specially big and big-size school, with the statistic
significance of .05.

4. When considered the performance levels of the quality assurance

on the sthde

Educational Service Arca Office 1 in accordance with 3 dimensions of quality

standards from the opinions and suggestions of the sample, there were some major

issues as follows : in the input, it was suggested that the workshops on the student

that various projects and activities for the development of the students ' desirable
characteristics in the students be integrated; and in the output, it was found that the
tendencies of the problems that may occur to the students in the future include the

problems on consumerism, smoking, drinking and having sex during school age.
