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Abstract

This research aimed to study the state and compare the level of academic administration
according to the opinions of the educational institution administrators, teachers, and the
chairpersons of the basic education institution committees in the educational institutions offering
education in class range 1-2 under Maha Sarakham Office of Educational Service Area 2, on the
whole and by aspect. The sample, obtained through stratified random sampling, consisted of 335
educational institution administrators, teachers, and chairpersons of the basic education institution
committees in the educational institutions in the academic year 5007. The instrument used was a
rating scale questionnaire containing 64 items and having the total reliability value at .98. The data
analysis were percentage, mear, and standard deviation.

The findings of the research were as follows :

1. The state of academic administration in the educational institutions offering education
in class range 1-2 under Maha Sarakham Office of Educational Service Area 2, on the whole, was
in the high level. Ranked from high to low, the top 3 aspects are: the aspect of learning process
development; the aspect of internal quality assurance system development; and the aspect of
measurement, evaluation and transfer of credits.

1-2, on the whole, revealed no difference, However, there were differences in the aspect of
learning process development; the aspect of internal quality assurance system development; and
