ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study and to compare the work
performance of Pagkhad Sub-district Municipality as the opinion of the people of Pagkhad
Sub-district Municipality, Pagkhad District, Nongkhai Province classified by sub-district
residents and occupations, including the suggestions. The study was conducted by using
331 people of Pagkhad Sub-district Municipality, selected through stratified random
sampling and simple random sampling. The instrument used in this research was a five
rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used to analyze the data were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, rtest and F-test with the statistic significant at .05
level. LSD. (Least Significant Difference) was used to compare the different pair,

The results of the research were as follows;

1 The overall of the opinion of the people inPagkhad Sub-district Municipality,
Pagkhad District, Nongkhai Province was rated at a moderately level. The first three
levels were discase protection and communicable disease, the provision of fire
extinguisher and the maintenance of the public peace. The low level was the maintenance
of art, custom, local wisdom and local cultures.

2. The comparison of the opinion of the people classified by the people who had
been in Pagkhad Sub-district Municipality, Pagkhad District, Nongkhai Province was

significant difference at .05 level.



3. The comparison of the opinion of the people classified by occupations was not
significantly different at .05 level.

4. The sample group suggested that police boxes should be provided in every
community. The drainage should be constructed along the roads. The refuse and the
rubbish should be collected regularly. The officials should spray out an area in order to
get rid of mosquitoes. The fire extinguisher should be provided in all communities. The
people should be trained and educated continuously regarding the future career. The
women, the children, the juveniles, the elders and the disabilities should be supported
more incomes and the activities of the cultures and traditions should be promoted

continuously.
