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Abstract

The objective of this research was to analyze and compare the participation of people
in local political issues in Kaedam Sub-District Municipality, Kaedam District, Maha
Sarakham Province,analyze the problems and also find the suggestions for the efficient
participation in local political issues regarding gender, age and educational background. The
sample subjects were 365 villagers who had political right in Kaedam Sub-District
municipality, Kaedam district, Maha Sarakham province, The research instrument was a five-
rating-scale questionnaire and the data were analyzed by computer program. The research
statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, f-test and F-test

(One Way ANOVA)

Results of the research were as follows:

In regarding to three issues of the participation, it indicated that the average level of the
participation of people in the local politicat issues was high. The three high-levels of the
participation were public hearing, local politician election, and position allocation

respectively.



The average level of the participation of people in the local political issues regarding
gender, age and educational background was not signiﬁcantiy different at the .05 level,

In conclusion, the findings indicate that people should choose local candidates with long
vision, responsibility, good human relations, mortality, honesty, leadership, and knowledge
regarding the local politician election

In regard to the position allocation, it was found that all administrative staff should take
responsibility for, obey the regulation strictly and participate in conumunity events.

People should be provided an opportunity weekly or monthly to share the opinions
through public hearing at the town hall focusing on infra structure, exira occupation and drug
prevention, and the meeting should be arranged regularly between the administrators and

village headmen to share the opinions and the primary data.
