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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the teacher’s improvement project on how
to use the Geometer’s Sketchpad in mathematics learning management in the aspects of
1) reaction 2) learning 3) knowledge utilization behavior and 4) outcome occurred
in the organization. The study participants and information given groups consists of 17
mathematics teachers, 1 school administrator 100 students and 4 experts, The evaluation
instruments were 1) the workshop satisfaction questionnaire 2} quizzes 3) interviewing form
4) observation form 5) teaching material quality questionnaire and 6) student satisfaction

questionnaire. The statistics used were mean, percentage and standard deviation.
The evaluation were as follows:

1. The evaluation of the participants’ reaction toward the workshop was
in highest level (% = 4.54).

2. The evaluation of the participants’ Geometer’s Sketchpad knowledge
and skills that gained from the workshop was 87.64%

3. The evaluation of the participants behavior in utilizing the knowledge

on Geometer’s Sketchpad was 76.47%
