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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) develop the computer-assisted instruction
program on the topic of “Our home and Activities” based on the assigned criteria of the
efficiency 80/80, 2) evaluate the computer-assisted instruction program 3) compare the pre-
test scores to the post-test scores of the achievement of the students who studied with the
developed computer-assisted instruction program , 4) study index of effective for Computer-
Assisted Instruction program, 5) survey the satisfaction of the students with the developed
instruction program, and 6) study the retention of the students after studying with the
developed instruction program.

The sample subjects were 13 Prathomsuksa 3 who studied “Our home and
Activities” in 1/2009 at Nongpan School under the office of Mahasarakham Educational

Service Area 2. The research was a pretest-posttest control group design. The research

instruments were a computer—assisted instruction program, an achievement test, a self-
assessment form of the satisfaction, and an assessment form of the computer-assisted
instruction program. The research statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation
and t-test (Dependent Sample),
Results of the research were as follows :
1) The efficiency of learning activity used in the computer - assisted instruction
was 89.85/86.15 higher than the assigned criteria of the efficiency 80/80

2) The average opinion of the experts on the computer-assisted instruction was



very high (X = 4.54 S.D, = 0.52)

3) The academic achievement was significantly higher than before learning at
the 0.5 level,

4) _The effectiveness index of lesson used in the computer-assisted instruction
was 0.72showing that the computer-assisted instruction caused the students to increase their
knowledge at 72.30 percent.

5) The students’ overall satisfaction with the learning was in the high level
(X= 4.81)

6) Seven days after the learning, the students showed a loss of memory at
3.46 % less than the assigned criteria (10%) and thirty days after the learning, the students
showed a loss of memory at 9.62 % less than the assigned criteria (30%), showing that the
students who learned with the computer - assisted instruction were in the assigned criteria.

In conclusion, the findings indicate that the computer- assisted instruction is an

efficiency for the students.
