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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to examine operation of the student nurturing
systemn it prevention of drug problems at schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial
Administrative Organization , and to synthesize the operational model of the student
nurturing system in prevention of drug problems at schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial
Administrative Organization. The population used in this study consisted of 255 teacher
officials under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, Data were collected
by means of documentary study from official performance plans and reports on operational
outcomes in the student nurturing system, and a questionnaire with a reliability of .92. The
statistics used for frequency, percentage, standard deviation.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. From the operation of the student nurturing system in prevention of drug
problems at 20 schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, it was
found that the operation was conducted according to the following stages: beginning from
preparation of the school readiness system in prevention of drug problems at schools, and
organizing activities or projects for supporting the operation of prevention of drug problems
to be efficient. However, for operating of student nurturing system in prevention of drug
problems at schools, classroom, teachers/teacher advisers had to operate according to the

student nurturing system in these 5 aspects: knowing individual students; screening;



promotion and development; prevention, helping and correction; and referral which was an
act of sending a student to a specialist or an organization involved to help develop the
student. The systematic and efficient operation of referral must have directing, follow-ups,
evaluation, and reporting for evaluation to review the evaluation for development and
summarizing,

2. The operation of the student nurturing system in prevention of drug problems
at schools of the teacher officials under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative
Organization could be summarized as follows:

In operation of the student nurturing system, these teacher officials operated
in knowing individual students; screening; promotion and development; and prevention,
helping and correction as overall at a high level, However, the operation in the aspect of
referral was at a medium level.

3. The operational model in the student nurturing system in prevention of drug
problems at schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, which
was complete and appropriate for operation in this system, consisted of these, stages:
preparation and planning (Plan) following to plan (Do) ; directing, follow-ups, evaluation;

(Check) operation to meet standards (Act).
