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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study on local curriculum development of basic educational
schools and to study interaction between school status and size that effects local
curriculum development, 2550 academic year, in basic educational schools under -
Mahasarakham Basic Educational office, Area 2, both overall and by aspect. Research
sample comsisted of teachers and school administrators from 350 schools under
Mahasarakham Basic Educationail office, Area 2, comprised of 175 teachers and 175
school administrators, total 175 subjects which obtained by multi - stages random
sampling namely classified by District, followed by school size and status then used
convenient sampling by drawing a raffle ticket. Rescarch tool used was questionnaire
with teliability value of 0.92. Statistics used were percentage, mean (X ), Standard
deviation (8.D.) and hypothesis testing used F —test (two-way ANOVA) in data analysis
application package.

The results of the research were as follow :
1. The Schools have developed local curriculum in high level, Once
considered by aspect found that all aspects were operated in high level with high to
low mean scores as: curriculum development, curriculum implementation and

curriculum evaluation aspects,



2, There is no interaction between school status and size of school’s
teachers and administrators with local curriculum development of basic educational
school, under Mahasarakham Basic Educational office, Area 2, overall and by aspect
{two aspect), curriculum implementation and curriculum ovaluation aspects but there is an

interaction with statistic significance at 0.05 in curriculum development.
