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Abstract
The purposes of this research were {1) to study level of roles of the elderly in Kalasin
municipality; (2) to compare the differentiations in sex and group of the elderly’s roles and also
(3) to study problems and suggestion of the elderly in community development, education,
religion and culture. The sample subjects were three hundred and five inhabitants in Kalasin
municipality in 2008. They were selected by the Taro Yamane method. The data was collected by
five-rating-scale questionnaires with 0.92 of reliability value. The research statistics nsed were
mode, percentage, mean, r-test and One Way ANOVA
Results of the research were as follows:

1. According to the data, it was found that the average degree of elderly’s roles in
Kalasin municipality in community development, education, religion and culture was moderate.
There were religion, culture, community development and educational role, respectively.

2. In regard to the independent variables, it was found that the role of male
respondents was significantly higher than female at .05. The role of the respondents who had
different groups was significantly different at .05. The role of the respondent who were 36
communities’” elderly was significantly higher than former povernment officers.

3. In conclusion, the results indicate that the reduction of elderly’s roles was based on

the economic, health, social and cultural problems.
