From the study of the dharma demonstration in speaking, it was found that Phra
Maha Sompong Talaput To had five ways in opening the dharma demonstration; people
reference, explanation, giving examples, inserting poetry, and giving the audience the chance
to participate. The mostly found strategy was giving the audience the chance to participatc,
inserting poetry, dharma principle reference, explanation, and giving examples respectively.

There were five ways in processing the demonstration in speaking; telling direct
experience, inserting news and events, multi-media technology usage, questions and answers,
and inserting humors. The mostly found strategy was inserting humors, questions and
answers, multi-media technology usage, inserting news and events, and telling direct
experience respectively.

There were three ways in conclusion; blessing, persuading listeners, and
emphasizing important points. The mostly found strategy was persuading listeners, blessing,
and emphasizing important points.

From the study of the dharma demonstration in writing, it was found that therec were

four ways in opening the demonstration; using proverbs and poetry, questioning, telling a



story, and raising a prbblematic issue. The mostly found strategy was questioning to raise an
issuc and grab attention, telling a story, raising a problematic issue, and using proverbs and
poetry respectively,

There were six ways of processing the demonstration in writing; explanation,
comparison, describing words, referring proverbs, giving examples about people, and
inserting humors. The mostly found strategy was explanation, describing words, referring
proverbs, inserting humors, giving examples about people, and comparison respectively.

There were six ways of writing conclusion; closing with impressive contents,
referring to important people’s saying or poetry, concluding main ideas, expressing opinions,
allowing readers to think on their own, and giving morals. The mostly found strategy was
closing with impressive contents, referring to important people’s saying, giving morals,
concluding main ideas, expressing opinions, and allowing readers to think on their own
respectively.

From the study of Phra Maha Sompong Talaput To’s attitudes toward society at
present time, it was found that there were attitudes toward teenagers, working-age people,
and family institution. The -attitude toward teenagers was they had problems in studying, love,
and clinging to false value. Dharma principles for solving their problems were Iddhipada 4
and Brahmavihara 4.

The attitudes toward working-age people were about their own lives, and outside
factors from colleagues and bosses. Dharma principles for solving their problems were Noble
Eightfold Path, Iddhipada 4, and Rajadhamma 10.

The attitudes toward family institution were about inside family problems and
outside family problems. The inside family problems might be caused from a husband, a

wife, or children. The outside family problems might be caused from neighbors or relatives,
