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Abstract

This research aimed to develop the teachers in Boongkhlawittayakom Mittraparp
194 School, Kalasin Office of Educational Service Area 3 so that they (1) gain more
knowledge and understanding of classroom research and be able to apply it in classroom
situation to develop the students; (2} to study the teachers’ attitudes toward conducting
classroom research after the development; (3) to study the problems and obstacles in teacher
development in classroom research. The target group comprised the administrator and
teachers who worked in Boongkhlawittayakom Mittraparp 194 School in the academic year
2008; their total number was 17. This number included: 5 co-researchers that included the
school administrator, the head of the academic administration group, the head of the budget
administration group, the head of the personnel administration group, and the head of the
general administrative group, The key informants consisted of 12 teachers.

The research employed the principle of action research. It was carried ouf in 2
spirals. Each spiral comprised: planning, action, observation and reflection. The instruments
consisted of a test, a checking form for written classroom research proposals, an evaluation
form for written classroom research reports, an interview form, an attitude test, and a form of
the minutes. The data examination employed the triangulation technique. The results of the

research were presented in an analytical descriptive form.



The results are as follows:

1. The results of the teacher development in classroom research are as follows:

1.1 In terms of knowledge and understanding of classroom research, the 12
key informants gained more knowledge and understanding in the process and steps of
conducting classroom research. This can be seen as revealed by the results of the test after the
independent study. The overall average score was 86.39. This showed that the key informants
had their knowledge and understanding at the very high level, which is 28.06 points higher
than the 58.33 points they made before the independent study.

1.2 In terms of transferring the skills of classroom research into student
development in the classroom, the results are as follows:

1.2.1 The results of checking the classroom research proposals revealed
that the 12 key informants made an average score of 4.29 which is 85.83%. This means that
the key informants had their ability of writing classroom research proposal in the high level.

1.2.2 The results of the evaluation of the research reports showed that
after the supervision the key informants made 94,50 points. This was 9.66 points higher than
the 84.83 points they made before the supervision.

2. The study of the informants® attitudes toward classroom research after the
development indicated that, on the whole, the informants had favorable attitudes at the level
of 4.80. That is in the highest level.

3. The study of problems and obstacles in teacher development in classroom
research revealed the following:

3.1 Inindependent study: studying the training kit was a one-sided study;
the teachers had too big a load of teaching and other work; the teachers could not finish their
teaching as planned because they were often assigned to attend training courses outside; some
teachers had an old computer that was not compatible with the training kit; the kit contained
letters too small to read comfortably; there were not enough examples of research works; the
teachers were not good at using computer; there were not enough supplementary documents;

the time for training was too short while there were a lot of activities.



3.2 In the workshop: the size of the media presented was not suitable; the
trainees were not confident in conducting research and writing the research report because
there was not enough understanding in statistics, lack of skills in data analysis, and the time
of training was too short.

3.3 In the supervision: the key informants handed in their research report

late; and the time for supervision was too short.
