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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate and compare the conditions of basic
educational institution curricular management in first-second intervals at small-sized
schools under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area Zone 2 as opined by
educational instifution administrators and teachers both as overall andl in each aspect,
and to provide recommendations for basic educational institution curricular
management in first-second intervals at small-sized school under the office of Kalasin
Educational Sefvice Area Zone 2, obtained by the use of the classified random
sampling technique according to their status. The instrument used for gathering data
was a 53-item S-rating-seab questionnaire with a reliability of .87. The gathered data
were analyzed by the use of the programmed computer to find out percentage, mean,
and standard deviation, and frequency and t-test (independent sample) was employed
for testing hypotheses.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The conditions of basic educational institution curric'ular management
in first - second infervals at small-sized schools under the office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area Zone 2 as opined by educational institution administrators

and teachers as overall were at a high level. When each aspect was considered, it



was found that in every aspect the conditions were at a high level in this order of
aspects from the highest mean to third highest mean : preparing readiness, operation
of cwrricular management (implementation of curricula), and planning for operation of
currieular implementation respectively. When each slatus was congidered, the following
were found :

1.1 The educational institution administrators had opinions about
basic educational institution curricular management as overall at a high level. When
each aspect was considered, it was found that in every aspect their 6pinions were at
a high level in this order of aspects from the highest mean to the third highest mean
: preparing readiness, operation of curricular management (implementation of
curricula), and ‘improvement and development respectively.

1.2 The teachers had opinions about basic educational institution
curricular management as'overail at a high level. When each aspect was considered, it
was found that in every aspect their opinions were at a high level in this order of
aspects from the highest mean to the third highest mean : preparing readiness,
planning for operation of curricular implementation and operation of curricular
management (implementation of curricula) respectively.

2, The educational institution administrators and teachers opinions about
basic educational institution at small-sized schools under the office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area Zone 2 did not show statistically significant differences both
as overall and in each of all the aspects : Implement curricular plan aspect and
supervision-following-evaluation aspect ware significantly different at .05 level

3. The educational institution administrators and teachers recommended
the guidelines for basic educational institution curricular management in first-second
intervals at small-sized schools in this order of aspects from the most frequency to
the third most frequency : There should be continuous supervision and follow-ups of
curricular implementation. Curricular implementation should be earnestly promoted.
And, curricular implementation should be evaiuated at the end of the academia year

respectively.
