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ABSTRACT

The research of Kantarawichai community in Maha Sarakham Province aims to
study the identity of people in Kantarawichai community in Maha Sarakham Province and
compare the identity of elderly, adolescence and adult with their relationship in family,
community, vafue, moral and culture to find the way to rehabilitate and promote the value
identity which is necessary for Thai culture to the descendants or the new generation. The
researcher had collected the data of questionnaires from the sample groups of people in this
domicile in Maha Sarakham Province 398 people separated in two groups: the first group is
elderly group up to 55 years old 199 people and the second is adolescence and adult between
14-54 years old 199 people. From the study found that the elderly, adolescence and adult ,
they had the same opinion about the identity of people and the community. The identity in
Kantarawichai community s culture, tradition, respect and faith through the national treasure
sacred thing, clothes and simple life. Moreover the moral is generosity, compromise, sharing,
honesty, villages knowledge all of these to compare the identity from the past to the present
have some changing.

1. Social structure with three 3 points
1.1 Environment and nature found that in the past this community was
richer of the natural resource than today. The life is so attached to the river, canal and rain.
People knew to profit the natural resource more than today and people were happiet to live
with the nature more than today.
1.2 Occupation found that people were more farmers with their field and

plantation with the family members such as trade and agriculture. People were more artisans
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for specialized profession as craftsmanship and weaving than the present. Nowadays people
are more government official or employee in the shop, office and industry.

1.3 Family and Society found that relationship in the past within family
and community helped each other to cultivate their children with social control relied on
family members, the leader , community such as the leader in the village and Sub district
Administration Organization were closed to the members in community than today, They
always had a reunion to develop the whole village not for some groups.

2. Morality found that people were more generous with the emotion and
behavior control the lust, mercy, patience, living in peace and justice than today.

3. Culture and Value found that people followed more the culture and
tradition more such as Barn in the rice field, pay respect to the Nakoon Chedi, Rocket
Festival and even the tradition of reconnaissance the Ganga {Goddess of rivers) as Fire
decorated boat.

The virtue and tradition need to revive and inherit through the new generation
such as dialect, clothes ,culture tradition, arts and village knowledge including morality of
people and the leader with the revival way and promoting identity is cooperation between the
government , educational organization , district Administration Organization with the
maoving power most come from local people such as the learning center of village

knowledge ete.
