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ABSTRACT

This follow-up research was product evaluation aiming to 1) study test-paper
achievement of students who participated in thres types of the Activity-Based English
Training Camp , their actual practice in the three activities, and their opinions after
participating in these activities; 2) study supervision resulis of teachers participating
in the camps.  Subjects were teachers who participated in ‘ISl and 2nd English Training
Camps, and Level 1-2 Prathomsueksa V students of Lak Muang and Barn Lard
Community Schools, and Prathomsueksa VI students of Kittiya School. The statistics
used in the study were mean and standard deviation. Findings of the study are as follow:

Product evaluation conducted by assessing students' performance based on
test papers covering the three camp activities revealed their high achievement in every
area; while results of supervising subjects’ teaching performance showed that their
overall teaching of the three camp activities, in both theory and practice, was found at
a high level. Evaluation of the students’ opinions regarding the three camp activities
also revealed that their students’ satisfaction was high in every area of the activities.

It can be concluded that the Activity-Based Training Camp Model for English
Teachers has high efficiency as hypothesized. Therefore, this training model can be
used to train teachers of level 1-2 foreign fanguage content strands (Engiish).
Moreover, teachers can apply their knowledge of the three camp activities in English
teaching and learning to enable their students to learn through actual practice in these
learner-centered group processes, which should result in creating studenfs' positive

attitude toward English teaching and learning.
