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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were 1) to compare the achievement with the standard
criteria and, 2) to compare the achievement with the standard criteria. The target population was
twenty two 4" year undergraduate students of Faculty of Education, Rajabhat Maha Sarakham
University. The research instruments were learning activities, an achievement test, and a
questionnaire. The statistics used were mean, standard deviation, and t-test {one sample). The
research findings revealed that the average level of the achicvement of the students was
significantly higher than the standard criteria (70%). In addition, the average level of the

satisfaction of the students with the leaming activities was high.
