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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to explore the knowledge and understanding of

Subdistrict Administrative Organization Council’s members within Kantarawichai District,

Maha Sarakham on the structure and their roles and responsibilities based on their
characteristics of individual members.

Two hundred and thirty eight council members from six Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations within Kantarawichai were chosen and the total of sample was 228 members of
their councils who were currently performing their job during their session of 2008 — 2012. The
data collection could be achieved by questionnaire and analyzed by computer program. The
instruments of statistical analysis included mean, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, F-test,
the significant difference of members (P=0.05) and descriptive discussion,

Result

1. The majority of members (49.16%) had the intermediate level of knowledge and
understanding followed by those who had the low (26.47%) and high (26.37%) corresponding
levels.

2. There was the significant difference among different ages of members (P<0.05),
however, it found no significant difference on the knowledge and understanding among
members with other demographic factors: gender, education level, occupation, the previous

status prior fo attain the council membership, period and experience (P<0.05).
