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Abstract

The objectives of the research were to analyze and compare the reasons for a
decision on selection of the mayor and to find the suggestions for the selection of
the mayor of Na Muang Sub-District Municipality in Selaphum District, Roi-Et
Province. The sample subjects were 380 inhabitants who had the political right for the
selection of the mayor of Na Muang sub-district municipality in Selaphum district,
Roi-Et province. They were selected by the simple random sampling technique with
Yamane method. The research instruments were a questionnaire with .89 variability
value. The research statistics used were frequency, mean, percentage, standard deviation
and one-way ANOVA.

Results of the research

1. According to the data, it was found that the average opinion of the people
towards the reasons for the decision on the selection of the mayor was high (X = 3.98).
Four highest-rated areas of the opinion were motivation (X =4.02), election campaign
(X =4.01), participatory pofitical culture (X = 3.97) and quality of the candidates
(X =3.94).

2.In regard to the comparison, it indicated that the reasons of the people for
the decision on the selection regarding the different educational background and

incomes were significantly different at the .05 level.



3. The finding indicated that the opinions of the people towards the
decision on the selection of the mayor were a regular visit to community, taking
care for people, expectation of people, getting knowledge of local administration,
outstanding work performance, defamation, making violation of election laws and
regulations, and policies of the development in rebuilding the canals and building
water resources for agriculture.

4.In regard to the suggestions, it is concluded that the people and
candidates should be instructed about the election from the election committee.
The election campaign should be conducted with the government sectors such as
school, public health office and village leaders. The candidates should be provided

an opportunity to present the policy of community development,
