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ABSTRACT

Correction of behavioral problems is the heart of children and youth quality
development because children are the country’s important force for national development and
continuation of national culture in the future. The school is a social institution responsible for
providing for children and youths education that will make them responsible, eager to learn,
self-dependent, and able to live happily with others in the society. The research had the
objective to study the operation for correction of undesirable behavior of grade 3 students of
Anuban Mahasarakham School, Meung District, Mahasarakham Province in 3 aspects: the
aspect of irresponsibility; the aspect of lack of learning keenness; and the aspect of class
skipping. The research followed the methodology designed by Kemmis and McTaggart.

The sample consisted of 45 grade 3 students selected from 345 grade 3 students through
purposive sampling. The 107 informants comprised 8 homeroom teachers of grade 3,
including the researcher, 7 special teachers for class lines, 2 teachers for student affairs, 45
target students, and 45 target parents. In correction of students’ undesirable behavior, the
research group organized meetings for parents, homeroom activities for students to meet
homeroom teachers, home visits, and moral and ethical training. The 4 instruments used
comprised an observation form, an inferview form, a questionnaire, and a record.
Triangulation technique was employed in data analysis and the results were presented in a

descriptive form.



The results are as follows :

1. Refore the development, the students had 3 aspects of important
undesirable behavior, namely: the aspect of irresponsibility, the aspect of lack of learning
keenness, and the aspect of class skipping. These aspects of behavior affected learning and
teaching in a great extent.

2. The cortection of the 3 aspects of students’ undesirable behavior by using
parent meetings, homeroom and meeting the advisor teachers, home visits, and moral and
ethical training could change every student’s behavior positively. That is, the students
became responsible, more interested in learning, and they did not skip the classes. The
activities were able to correct the behavioral problems of 40 out of 45 students or 88.80% of

the total number,
