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Abstract

This study aimed to develop ‘analytical thinking in the Thai leaming strand for
Prathomsueksa (grade) 5 to have a required efficiency of 80/80, by using reading promotion
backs, to compare learning achievements form learning by using the reading promotion books
for developing analytical thinking in the Thai learning strand of Prathomsueksa 5 students that
passed the requirement of 80 percent, and to examine students’ satisfaction with the reading
promoting bocks in the Thai learning strand of Prathomsueksa 5. The focus group used in this
study consisted of Prathomsucksa 5 students at Ban Kham Pom School, Amphoe Wapi Pathum,
Changwat Maha Sarakham in the academic year 2009, obtained by using the purposive
sampling technique. The research instruments were 10 plans for organization of learning ; 5
reading promotion books comprising Yai Chan {Grandma Chan), Kanha, Indigenous
Knowledge, Bun Phra Wet (Merit-making for Prince ¥V esantara), The Treacherous Friend.

The Good Coolie, and One Miltion Baht Fund for Building the Community Jobs ; a20-item
4-choice achievement test with discriminating powers ranging 0.28-0.76 and a reliability of (.82,
and a 15-item S-rating-scale questionnaire with discriminating powers ranging 0.35-0.82 and a

reliability of 0.92. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and t-test.



The results of the study were as follows :

1. The researcher-created reading promotion books had process efficiency of
83.90 and an outcome efficiency of 82.50 which was a higher efficiency than the standard
requirement of 80/80

2. These Prathomsueksa 5 students had a higher mean score on learning
achievement after learning by using the reading promotion books for developing analytical
thinking in the Thai learning strand than before learning at the .01 level of statistical
significance, showing that the students who learned by using all of the 5 reading promotion
book titles increased their developments in analytical thinking after learning and passed the
requirement at 80 percent.
7 3. these Prathomsueksa 5 students who learned by using the reading promotion
books showed their satisfaction as overall at a high level (W)Z = 47.16),7 and éétisféction in each
of all the items was at a high level. They were in this order of the first 3 highest to the lowest
mean : I can confidently tell the different stories I have read from the reading promotion books
(i = 4,50}, “When I have free time, I'will pick up my teacher’s reading promotion books to

read (i = 4.36), and After T have read the reading promotion books, I have more Knowledge

conceming local culture and traditions (-)Z =4,28)
