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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) study the public satisfaction toward Roles and functions of
Members of the Municipal Council in Nonburi Municipality, Sahasakhan District, Kalasin
Province, and 2} to study the public suggestions toward the roles and fanctions of Members
of the Municipal Council in Nonburi Municipatity, Sahasakhan District, Kalasin Province.
The sample of the study consisted of 364 people, 18 years old at least and they also had rights
for election voting. The data collected by rating scale questionnaire. The data was analyzed

by computer. The study statistic used percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The results of the study were follows:

1. The overall public satisfaction toward the roles and functions of members of
the municipal council of Nonburi Municipality, Sahasakhan District, Kalasin Province was
moderated at 3.32 but its individual aspects, ranging from the highest to the lowest mean
scores; municipal regulations requiring was at high level at 3.69, the other roles as the laws
requiring was moderated at 3.37, the role for councilors/administrators approval was
moderated at 3.33, the administrative department audit was moderated at 3.18, and the role
for municipal committees approval was moderated at 3.01 respectively.

2. The public satisfaction toward their roles and functions were five aspects,

ranging from the highest to the lowest frequency scores;
2.1 The municipal regulations requiring/ annual expenditure budget

municipal regulations considering such as the whole projects that affect the general




people quality of life should be audited by the members of municipal council, the roles
should be taken by them to solve the people problems. The unjust problems that caused the
people to lost their advantage and opportunities should be considered.

2.2 The role for administrators dictation; the administrators’ performance
should be audited by the members of municipal council by questions such as the unclear
projects,

2.3 The role for municipal executive board members/administrators;
member of the municipal council did not have enough knowledge and right understanding for
their functions, the people” or communities needs should be considered the inore than their
advantages.

2.4 The role for the municipal council board committees; the installation
should be take;n the roles by the municipal council board committees, the announcements of
municipal council board committees installation should be published after installation.

2.5 According to other roles as the laws requiring; the community
strengthening plans should be regulated by goal setting to be the self reliance communities

for every aspects, and politics and government plans should be regulated.
