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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to develop the programmed instruction
materials to improve English reading comprehension skills, compare the achievement of English
reading comprehension skills and investigate the satisfaction of Matayom Suksa 2 students with
the programmed instruction at Chumpalaungwittayakom School under the Office of Kalasin
Educational Service Area 1. The research subjects were twenty Matayom Suksa 2 students at
Chumpataungwittayakom School, selected through the purposive sampling technique. The
research instruments were the developed programmed instruction materials, lesson plans, an
achievement test, and a rating scale questionnaire. The research statistics used were mean,

percentage, standard deviation and t- test {Dependent Samples) to analyze the data.
Results of this research were as follows:

1. According to the data, it indicated that the efficiency value of the developed
programmed instriuction materials was higher than the standard criteria (80/80). The value was
89.41/88.33.

2. Regarding the students’ achievement in English reading comprehension,
it was found that the students’ average score of the English reading comprehension skills after
using the developed programmed instruction was significantly higher than that before using the

programmed instruction at the .05 level.




3. Tnregard to the students’ satisfaction, it was found that the average level of

the students’ satisfaction with the developed programmed instruction was high.
