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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the wisdom of the local toys for the
childhood in yor ban sa community, to design leaming experience with the vocal toys, and
3) to assess the development of the childhood after using the toys for their learning experience.
The target group consisted of 5 local philosophers, 8 educational managers/planners/organizers
and 18 kindergarten students. The mixed methodology was used for the research. The research
instruments were an interview form, wisdom of local toys, an developmental assessment and a 3-
rating scale .

Results of the research

1. The findings indicated that the local wisdom in the toys made from natural
materials such as trees, leaves, fruits, seed, stone, soil, sand, etc. Thf believes of playing foys
wete originated from imagination and ways of life in community. The toys were used for
physical, emotional, mental social and intellectual development of early childhood students
consisted of 3 types:
1.1 Toys for enjoyment were Bagkling, Ma Karn kluay (a banana stem

horse), a wooden car, Bagkapoack, Rongthau Pluakmai (bark shoes), Pau Pec (fluting), Thanu
Maipai(bamboo bow),Rauw Khu(double bais),Rauw Diew(a single bar), Maj Kradok, Ching
Cha(A babana-stem gun),Pua Bi Mai, Yang Kapoh, Baktackhang,Deed Meg Kham, Makkep, Tai
Medbagkham, Yon Lum, Pinlom, Bangpoh, Paukhaen, Paulen Vote, Ma lang Pok, Thai Po Koi,
Paukob, Pau Yang, Kite, Pluang Hoi(shell), Pid Ta Tee Mo,Jon Lak Khway(buffalo robber),




Siang Thai,Huang Kab Ki, Relay race, Huaka Kilok, Moo Sound, Dueang Nang, Dueang Lor,

Tee Wong Lor, Wong Khoh, Iron Plate and Top
1.2 Toys for beauty were tree-leave animals such as fish , bird, butterfly and
also garland.

1.3 Toys based on believes were Pee Khau Khuad, Long Khwuang,Khwuay

Thanu, Pin Lom, Thuay E-Lerng and a bamboo whistle.

2. The five learning centers with local toys were established consisting of Kum
Mun lcarning center, Mag Kling Lor learning center, Kha Thek learning center and Kong Chak
lcarning center, and Kang Han Mai Pai learning center. The learning activites consisted of 3 steps

: motivation, brainstorming and practice.

— 3. Regarding th of childhood students, it was found that the average

level of the Physical, emotional, social and infellectual development of the childhood regarding

all indicators was hing.
