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Abstract

The objective of this research were to study Factors Correlation with the Buddhist Monks’
roles involving with Communily Development in Nachuak District, Maha Sarakham Province,
and the role levels involving with community development including their suggestion
involving with community development as well. It was studied from the sampling group of
193 Buddhist Monks live in Nachuak District, Maha Sarakham Province. which were selected
by Taro Yamane formula and simple random sampling. The research instrument was the
rating scale questionnaire with 9899 reliability. The statistic values used in the study were;
frequency, mean, percentage, standard deviation, and Chi — square.

The findings of this research were as follow,

1. The factors were position in the temple with Correlation aspects of educational
relief, public relief, spread religious fair and mind development. It was significantly statistical
relation at the level of .05.

2. The factors were position in the temple with Conrelation aspects of arts and
cultural promotion. It was non-significandly statistical relation at the level of .05.

3. The factors were age with Conelation aspects of educational retief and mind
development. It was signiticantly statistical relation at the level of .05.

4. The factors were age with Conelation aspects of public relief, spread religious

Eair and arts and cultural promotion. [t was non-significantly statistical relation at the level of .05.



5. The factors were ordination period with Correlation aspects of educational relief,
public relief, spread religious fair and mind development. It was significantly statistical
relation at the level of .05

6. The factors were ordination period with Correlation aspects of arts and cultural
promotion. It was non-significantly statistical relation at the level of .05.

7. The factors were Dhamma educationat level with Correlation aspects of educational
relief, public relief, spread religious fair, arts and cultural promotion and mind development.
It was significantly statistical relation at the level of .05.

8. The factors were educational level with Conelation aspects of educational

relief, public relicf, spread religious fair, arts and cuitural promotion and mind development.

It was significantly statistical refation at the tevel of .05

The Studies were level roles of the Buddhist Monks’ for with the Buddhist Monks’ roles
involving with Community Development with in Nachuak District, Maha Sarakham Province.
The relation of variables were totally at the level of high. Comments and Suggestion of
Buddhist Monks involving with community development were educational relief the
Buddhist Monks haéi been supported to participate educational management in both public
and private sectors, support for education disadvantaged, religion celebration for youth
people and official for perform spending for every day, leader for a bun festival events and

reinforce culture to good perform of people and mindfulness concentration instruet events

for people in community.
