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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and compare the role of elders in
social activity of Wiangchai Sub-district Administration Organization, Phayakphumpisai
District, Maha Sarakham Province, including their suggestions. This classified by
gender and inhabitant villages. The subjects were 201 elders who had lived in Wiangchai
Sub-district Administration Organization selected through stratified random sampling
and simple random sampling techniques. The instrument used in the study was a five
rating scale questionnaire with .94 of reliability. The statistics used were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F- test with the significance at .05
level.

The results of the research were as follows;

1. The overall of the role of elders in social activity of Wiangchai Sub-
district Administration Organization, Phayakphumpisai District, Maha Sarakham
Province was rated at moderately level. Considering each aspect, all aspects were
rated at a moderately level: culture and tradition, education, religion and community
development. respectively.

2. The comparison of the role of the elders in social activity of Wiangchai
Sub-district Administration Organization, Phayakphumpisai District, Maha Sarakham
Province classified by gender and inhabitant villages was not significantly different at

.05 level.




3. The subjects also suggested that the elders should have an opportunity to
express their opinion related to community development. Most of them had been
forgetting, The elders should work related to tradition activity with people in all ages.
They should be invited to teach students regarding occupations and how to perform
in the society. The elders should be invited to be as a counselor in school and
religion. Besides, the organization should promote to establish the elder c¢lub. The
organization should provide the award or praise the elders. Finally, the elders should

be promoted to participate in developing local activities.
