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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to analyze situations of selfreliance of people
at a community level in Roi-Et province, to design a model of self-reliance development for
the people in communities in Roi-Et, and to try the model out. The research methodology
consisted of 3 phases: Phase 1 emphasized on a contextual analysis of the self-reliance in
Roi-Et province. from 345 villages of 2466 villages in Roi-Et province which the villages
were classified into 3 levels of the developmental requirement: accelérated—development level
1, accelerated-development level 2 and accelerated-development level3. The subjects were
selected by Taro Yamane method. The subjects of phase 2 were 15 participants consisting of
local philosophers, policy makers and academicians. The subjects of phase 3 were 10 family
leaders as volunteers participating in the project. The research methodology was a
participatory action research focusing on research and development. The research consisted
of 6 phases with 18 lesson plans of learning activities for people in communities. The
research instrument of phase 1 was a questionnaire. The research instruments of phase 2-3
were an assessment form of success, a questionnaire and an observation form, The data were
collected by a questionnaire and analyze by computer program, The validity of data was
assessed by triangulation method, The research statistics used were fiequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation.

Resuits of the research were as follows:

1. The research results showed that 5 areas of the self-reliance of people in Roi-Et




province were mind, society, economy, learning and natural resource. All five areas of the
self-reliance were not qualified accordance with the standard criteria. The results were
presented to the target groups from 12 villages at a meeting in Non Sawang sub-district. As a
result, the representatives of Ban Nong Sim were interested in participating in the self-
reliance development project focusing on a learning strategy for the self-reliance
development.

2. Regarding the model design, workshop and group discussion techniques were
employed for a conceptual framework of the self-reliance development, and the framework
was adopted from experts in 3 fields consisting of local philosophers, policy makers and
academicians. The research framework, 18 learning activities and lesson plans were assessed
by thesis advisors. The model of the self-reliance development was divided into 2 parts. 1) A
participatory action research consisted of 6 steps: 1) community preparation, 2) enhancing
motivation,3) problem analysis and planning,4) tryout of plan and development, 5)
evaluation, and 6) data management. 2) Eighteen lesson plans were assessed by 5 experts,
and the finding indicated that the average level of the lesson plans regarding the
appropriateness was high.

3. Theresult indicated that the model was appropriate and practical regarding
implementation of the model for self-reliance development of the people in community in
Roi-Et province. The finding indicated that the average level of the satisfaction of ten family
leaders with the model was high (X =4.20). Regarding the success indicators, it was found
that the average level of the success was high (X = 4.30). Four high-level areas of the
SUCCESs were economy (X = 4.10), society/family (X = 4.34), natural resource and

environment { X = 4.12), lifestyle/culture and local wisdom (X = 4.50), and health

(X =4.30).
