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ABSTRACT

The aims of this research were 1) to develop the electronic book on the topic of
parts of speech for Pratomsuksa 6 based on the assigned criterion of the efficiency at 80/80,
2) to evaluate the developed electronic book, 3) to compare the pretest scores to the postfest
scores of the achievement of the students who studied with the developed electronic book,
4) to study effective index of the developed electronic book, 5) to study the satisfaction of the
students after studying with the developed electronic book, and 6) to study the leaming retention
of the students after studying with the electronic book. The samples by purposive sarapling were 19
Pratomsuksa 6 students of Ban Dong-Moo school under the office of Kalasin Educational
Service Area 3 . The research instruments were an electronic book, an achievement test, an
assessment form of electronic book, and a self-assessment form of the satisfaction to
electronic book. The research statistics were mean, standard deviation, percentage and t-test
(dependent).

Results of the research were as follows :

1. the efficiency of the developed electronic book was $8.27/ 84.29 which higher
than the assigned criterion of the efficiency at 80/80

2. the average opinion of the experts on the developed electronic book was high
(X =473 ,8D=0.35)

3. the achievement of the posttest scores was significantly higher than the pretest scores

at .05 level



4, the effective index of the developed electronic book was 0.6564

5. the overall of students® satisfaction with the learning was very high (X =4.69,
S.D. =045)

6. the learning retention of the experimental group were in the assigned criterion

after the period of 7 days and 30 days.
