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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1} develop the Computer Assisted
Instruction on the topic of Thai Idioms in Thai Learning Strand for Mattayomsuksa 2 based
on the assigned criterion of the efficiency at 80/80, 2} evaluate the quality of computer
assisted instruction, 3) compare the achievement of posttest scores of the experimental group
who studied with the computer assisted instruction with the control group who studied with
the normal style, 4) study the effective index of the experimental group who studied with the
developed instruction, 5) study the satisfaction of the experimental group who studied with
the developed instruction, and 6) study the learning retention of the experimental group after
studying with the developed instruction.

The samples of this study were 96 Mattayomsuksa 2 students at Somdetpittayakom
School under the Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 3, selected throngh simple random
sampling from two classes, each class consisted of 48 students. One of these two classes was selected to
be the experimental group used developed computer-assisted instruction lessons and the other to be the
control group used normal text in class. The instruments were a computer-assisted instruction
lesson, an achievement test, a self-assessment form of the students’ satisfaction, and an
assessment form of the computer assisted instruction. The statistics used for analyzing data

were mean, standard deviation, percentage and #-test {(Independent)



The resuits of this study were as follows 1) the efficiency of Computer Assisted
Instruction was 85.83/83.96 higher than the assigned criterion of 80/80, 2) the experts opined
on the computer-assisted instruction to be a high level (X = 4,27, 8.D. = 0.66), 3) the academic
achievement of the experimental group and the control group was significant difference at the
.05 tevel, 4) the effective index of instruction was 66.23, 5) the satisfaction of the
experimental group to the computer-assisted instruction was the highest ( X = 4.72,

8.D. = 0.45), and 6) the learning retention of the experimental group was in the assigned

criterion after the period of seven days and thirty days.
