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ABSTRACT

English - speaking ability and attitude toward learning and teaching are important
to develop English knowledge and ability. Tcaching innovations should be developed for
enhancing learners to have English - speaking ability and positive attitude toward learning
and teaching together with learning achievement. This study aimed : (I} to compare
English - speaking abilities of Matthayomsuksa 6 (grade 12) students who were taught using
the role play, and 2) to compare attitudes toward English learning and teaching before
learning and after learning of Matthayomsuksa 6 students who were taught using the role
play. The subjects consisted of 40 Matthayomsuksa 6 students of Na Kha Witthayakhom
School, Wapi Pathum District, Maha Sarakham Province. The experiment was conducted
for 16 hours. The contents uscd were taken from Speed Up To The World Outside 3. This
experiment used the single group, pretest - posttest rescarch design. The research
instruments were lesson plans, role playing, a rating scale on English - speaking ability test,
and a scale on attitude toward learning and teaching with discriminating powers (r,)
canging .32 -.97 and a‘reliabiﬁty of .92. The collected data were analyzed by using t-test

(Dependent Samples).



The study findings revealed that the learners who were taught by the use of role
play had (1) higher English - speaking ability after learning than before learning at the .01
level of statistical significance, (2} higher attitude toward learning and teaching after
fearning than befcre learning at the .01 level of statistical significance,

In conclusion, leamning and teaching by the use of role play could efficiently
develop English - speaking atility, and attitude toward leaming and teaching of
Matthayomsuksa 6 students. Therefore, teachers of English should be enhanced to
implement the method of teaching by the use the role play in teaching for their learners to

achieve the course objectives in the future.
