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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the stale database and community needs to
participate the informal education, 2) develop the informal education learning activities, and
3) compare the 3 aspects of learners’ desirable characteristic of the professions; sufficiency
economic living, and robust aspects before and after using the informal education learning
activities for the children and youth in Ban Nongnaraidaew, Kudpladuk Sub District, Chuen
Chom District, Maha Sarakham. The Sample of the research consisted of 20 participants ;
children and youth who were 10-12 years old. This research was the mixed methodology
research, The data were collected by questionnaire, structured interview form, observation
form, group conversation form and tearners and learners® desirable characteristic of the
professions rating scale self-assessment form for 3 aspects; desirable characteristic of the
profession, sufficiency economic living, and robust, The analytical research statistics used

mean and percentage.
The research findings were as follows:

1. Most of children and youth wanted the information education participation
learning activities for Ban Nongnaraidaew herbs area, Kudpladuk Sub District, Chuen Chom
District, Maha Sarakham province. The learning activities satisfied the learners with
promation the learner self- study from their community states and study through the operation.
The children and youth were the participants of learning activities, so they linked the good

relationship between a community and a community together.



2. The information learning activities were the activities for community

leaders, folk wisdoms, children and youth who were participants. There were 4 processes
| for 10 learning activities planning; The first process was learning activities planning which
consisted of 10 activities; 1) learning activities planning for our present communities,
2) Magic herbs ; participatory learning through the stories/tales, 3) Collaboration herb;
participatory learning through relationship, 4) Herbal tea participatory leaming, 5) Cosmetic
Herbs participatory learning, 6) Magic herbs properties participatory learning, 7) Essential oil
from herbs participatory learning, 8) Ro ruea for herb garden participatory learning, 9) Study
herbs by jungle track participatory learning and 10) Forest Herbs fulfilling and growing
participatory learning. The second proceés was roles and duties identification, The third process
was the activities operating and the last process was group conversation; feedback the learning
activities and lessons evaluation which found that the most of participants appreciated the
learning activities and they were also happy when they participated the activities.

3. Before using the participatory learning activities, the participants in Ban

Nongnaraidaew, Kudpladuk Sub District, Chuen Chom District, Maha Sarakham province
had five desirable characteristic of the professions as moderate level, but they were at high

level after using the participatory learning activities so the activities increased their scores.
