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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study public opinion on wastes management in Tambon
Khamriang Municipality, Kuntarawichai District, Mahasarakham Province. Sample group
obtained by calculation following Taro Yamane formula and obtained. Total 365 subjects
and random sampling using proportions of each village, Moo 1, Moo 15 and Moo 20. Data
collection tool used was questionnaire and analysis using application program to determine
Percentage, Mean , Standard Deviation and used t — test (Independent Sample) and F — test

(One-Way Analysis of Variance).

The findings were as follows:
1. Demographical data of sample group found : more female than male, age
31 — 35 years old, elementary school education, farmer cducation, and everage income per

month of a family is 5,001 — 7,000 bath.

2. Opinion of resident on rubbish reduction overall and by aspect were 1n
high level namely disposal, rubbish transferring, and rubbish gathering.

3. Comparison of resident opinion on rubbish guantity reduction found that
different gender, age, education level, and occupation have overall and by aspect in high
level. While household income per month differently with overall and rubbish gathering
aspect statistically significant different at 0.05

4. The study suggestions were; the trashcans should be zoned to prevent the

people’ complaints that might be affect the office, the trashcans or bins should be supplied,




the garbage separation should be promoted, the office to respond for garbage management

should be supplied and the garbage management knowledge should be presented to the

people, garbage trattsTerring and storage siiciild B& shitable, thé jéople should be friined 6
know how effect of garbage, the people should be the participants for garbage management,

the budget should be the most efficient, effective and worth.
