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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was aimed to study and to compare the participation of village
committee on administration of sub-district administrative organization in the area of Muang, Nakonpanom
province, including study the useful suggestion about development of participation on
administration of sub-district administrative organization. The samples were village
committee in the area of Muang, Mahasarakham province consist of 302 persons, they were
selected by Taro Yamane (1973 : 727) Sampling sized and the stratificd random sampling
method. The instrument for collecting data was the five ratting scale questionnaire with
reliability at .89 levels, The statistics for analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard

deviation, t-test (independent Sample), F-iest (One Way ANOVA)

The research results were found as follows;

1. The participation of village commitiee on administration of sub-district
administrative organization in the area of Muang, Nakonpanom province as a whole and all
aspects were rated in the moderate level, sorting the arithmetic mean from highest to lowest;
the planning, the cooperation and coordination, the human resource management, the
reporting performance, the operational / management, and the budgeting respectively.

2. The comparison result of participation of village committee on administration
of sub-district administrative organization in the area of Muang, Nakonpanom province
classified by their gender and educational levels were different by statistical significant at .05

levels; the female have more participation than male and the one who finish the diploma of




upper have more participation than the one who finish the primary education. However, when
classified by their occupation found the participation was not different.

3. The useful suggestion were; the Development Plan should be implemented as
defined and prioritized, give opportunities for public participation in the activities at every
step, the personnel selection work should be transparent and fair, the encourage public
participation and awareness information such as attending meetings and listening, should be
evaluated for performance and public relations have been known, the budget process should

be transparent, the information was always disclosed to the public perception.
