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Abstract

This research was aimed to study and compatre the public opinion on the performance
according to the role of the Village head in Thakhonyang Sub-district, Kantharawichai district,
Mahasarakham Province classified by their gender, education and village including study their
suggestion about performance according to the role of the Village head. The sample was the
head of family who was 18 year olds or more than and living at the Thakhonyang Sub-district
for 600 persons, they were selected by the quota Sampling method. The instrument was the
five rating scale with relability at .85 levels. The statistical foe analysis were Frequency,
Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation and testing the hypothesis by t-test (Independent
Sample) and F - test (One-Way ANOVA) with statistical significant at .05 levels.

The research results were found as follows ;

1. The performance according to the role of the Village head in Thakhonyang Sub-
district, Kantharawichai district, Mahasarakham Province as an overall and all aspects were in
the good level, sorting the arithmetic mean from high to lowest; the duties and responsibilities
associated with the criminal and the government and peaceful supervision respectively.

2. The public opinion on the performance according to the role of the Village head in
Thakhonyang Sub-district, Kantharawichai district, Mahasarakham Province classified by their
gender, education and village as an overall and all aspect were not differently with statistic not

sighificant at .05 levels,




3. The suggestion about perfoﬁnance according to the role of the Village head found
that; should seek assistance from the representative of every household to deliver the night
shift, people should called to meeting at least two times per month, should be to help people
when disaster-such as flood, fire or hurricane, should coordinate and work with village health
volunteers and volunteer civil defense more, Village head should quest facts and then find a
way to mediate to achieve reconciliation when a dispute should arise, and should coordinate

with the police to destroy the source gambling and drug abuse to end.
