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ABSTRACT

The research for the development of the developmental rmodel for raising the quality
of academic administration of Ban Nongkhamborkaewwitaya School, Roi-et Office of
Educational Service Area 3 had the objectives to: study the state of problems and needs in the
construction and development of a model for raising the quality of academic administration;
to construct and develop a model for raising the quality of academic adwministration; and to
try out and evaluate the model for raising the quality of academic administration of the
school. The sample comprised: the sample of 30 persons for the construction of the model
which included the school administrator, the school board members, teachers, and students;
the sample for examining the suitability and feasibility of the model which consisted of 12
specialists who were purposively sampled. The instruments included a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire containing 45 iteims and having its total reliability at 0.95, a structured
interview questionnaire, and a record. The statistics employed in data analysis included

frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results are as follows:
1. The study of the present state of the management of BanNongkhamborkaewwitaya
School, Roi-et Office of Educational Service Area 3 revealed that the present state of the

management, as seen in real practice by 30 persons including the school administrator,



teachers, students and the school board members, was in the “moderate” level. When
considered by aspect, every aspect was also in the “moderate” level.

2. The model for raising the quality of academic administration of Ban
Nongkhamborkaewwitaya School, Roi-et Office of Educational Service Area 3 that had been
constructed and developed was found to be, on the whole, in the high level, as seen by the
specialists.

3. The results of the tryout and evaluation of the model for raising the quality
of academic administration of Ban Nongkhamborkaewwitaya School, Roi-et Office of
Educational Service Area 3 are as follows: 1) the third grade students’ learning achievement
(NT), on the whole, gained more development. When learning strands were taken into
consideration, it was found that the mathematics learning strand and the Thai learning strand
gained more development; 2) the sixth grade students’ learning achievement (O-NET), on the
whole, gained more development, When learning strands were taken into consideration, it
was found that the Thai learning strand gained more development, the mathematics learning
strand gained more development. On the whole, the strands gained more development; 3) the
results of the raising of the quality and standard of education as revealed by the compatison
of the average scores resulting from the second round education external assessment for the
basic education level by the Office for National Education Standards and Quality Assessment
(Public Organization) together with the internal assessment of Ban Nongkhamborkaewwitaya
School through the use of the model for raising the quality of academic administration of Ban
Nongkhamborkaewwitaya School, Roi-et Office of Educational Service Area 3, were higher
than the second round;

4. In terms of the satisfaction of the concerned persons with the model for raising
the quality of academic administration of Ban Nongkhamborkaewwitaya School, Roi-et
Office of Educational Service Area 3, it was found that the school administrator, the school

board members, teachers, and students had their satisfaction in the high level.
