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ABSTRACT

This research had the objective to study the problems and approaches in development
of community learning center operation, Nongkhai Province, according to the opinions of the
administrators, the community learning center committee members, and the teachers in charge
of the learning centers. The sample consisted of 463 persons which included 17 administrators,
306 community learning center committee members, and 140 teachers in charge of the learning
centers. The sample size was determined according to the Krejcie and Morgan Table.

The instrument used was a Likert-type rating scale questionnaire that had the reliability
value at 0.98. The statistics employed in the data analysis included the mean, and standard
deviation. The comparative analysis employed F-test (Two-way ANOVA). The statistical
sighiﬁcance was set at the level of .05. The analysis of the data from the open-ended questionnaire
and from the focus group was descriptive,

The results are as follows:

1. In terms of the problems of community learning center operation in Nongkhai
Province, it was found that when classified by the position and experience of the respondents, the
problems, on the whole, were in the moderate level. Ranked from high to low according to the
value of the mean, they are in the following order: the aspect of building and ground, materials
and equipment; the aspect of community learning center management; and the aspect of network

coordination, respectively. Each aspect is elaborated as follows:



1.1 Classified by the position, the aspect of building and ground, materials
and equipment had the problems and approaches of development in the highest level while the
aspect of community learning center management was the second, and the aspect of network
coordination had the least mean.

1.2 Classified by experience, the aspect of building and ground, materials
and equipment had the problems and approaches of development in the highest level while the
aspect of working together with the community was the second, and the aspect of educational
activity organization had the least mean.

2. The research found no interrelation between pos;ition and experience and the
problems of community learning center operation in Nongkhai Province was found, either on
the whole or by aspect, based on the statistical significance at .05.

3. In terms of recommendations in solving the problems of community learning
center operation in Nongkhai Province, they are listed as follows: the building and ground
should stand alone, not as a part of another building and ground; budget should be allocated
adequately to support the services and community learning activities and continuous teacher
development; coordination among concerned agencies should be promoted; and, the center

should work together with the community to organize activities regularly.
