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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to survey and compare the level of the opinion
of village committee members towards the operation based on the strategic development plan
—— of Prathumrat Sub-District Municipality, Prathumrat District, Roi-Et Province regarding the
location and find the suggestions for the operation based on the strategic development plan,
The sample subjects were 150 memberé of village commiittee from 11 villages. They were
selected by using Taro Yamane method. The research instrument was a rating-scale
questionnaire with .9075 reliability value. The data were analyzed by the computer program.
The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-test (One Way
ANOVA) and test of Least Significant Difference at .05.

Results of the research were as follows :

1. The research finding showed that the average level of the opinion of the
members toward the operation was high (X = 3.69). The five-high-rated areas of the
operation were development of education, refigion and culture (X =3.87), tourism
development (X = 3.82), social and environmental development (3.72), development of good
governance (X = 3.65), economic development (X = 3.55). The only one-moderate-rated area
of the operation was infrastructure development (X = 3.49).

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the opinion of the members

regarding the different location of villages was not significantly different at the .05 level.



3. In regard to the suggestion, it is concluded that the traffic light and the light
should be installed in the right places. The ditch should be covered completely. The agro-
tourism should be promoted. The landscape in 11 villages should be developed. The basic
education should be developed for the development of human resource, education and society
in 11 villages. The drug problem should be eliminated completely. People should be
supported to have sustainable income by growing rice, growing rubber tree and other
additional career. There should be a market in all villages. The elders should be provided
more the allowance. The local traditions should be preserved. The principles of good
governance should be used for politicians. The democratic issues should be promoted and

developed continuously.
