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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study current conditions and problems regarding Koke
Klang School in organizing instructional activities to develop primary students’ thinking
ability by using local community learning resources, 2) develop processes for enhancing
thinking ability of primary students (Prathomsuksa I-VI} of Ban Koke Klang School by
using local community learning resources, and 3) study results of developing students’
thinking abilities through use of these resources. The target group or subjects for this study
were 12 primary s_f_:hool students, studying in the second semester of the academic year 2010.
This research used mixed methodology in collecting data.

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. The study on current conditions, préblems and contexts in organizing processes
for developing students thinking abilities reveals that Ban Koke Klang School is a small-size
school with a shortage of teachers, and it did not pass the second round of external quality
.assessment of the Office of Educational Quality and Standards, and it is stafed that local
community should get involved in the school’s educatior‘lal praciice, its students lack
thinking skills and aﬁilities, the school should seek and identify learning resources available
in the local community, and most students want to have leaming activities through use of
local learning resources. Regarding the topic “Local Cultural Heritage,” there are the

following sub-topics: Soo Kwan Kao(Blessing the Rice), Soo Kwan Naga (Blessing the



Monk to-be), Boon Pawade, and Muay Thai. Regarding the community context, Ban Koke
Klang is a community of unity, public service minds, social responsibility, and willingness
to participate in the school’s educational management. After every focus-group discussion
was conducted, local wisdom heritage and knowledge maps were created with 12
leaming/knowledge bases.

2. Regarding enhancing primary school students® thinking abilities through use of
local community learning resources, the following processes were derived: listening to local
wisdom authorities, checking knowledge accuracy through questioning and answering,
doing activities by integrating new knowledge with existing knowledge through reflection of
thinking in art works, synthesizing and writing their own stories based on what is leamed,
evaluating their works by reading to their peers and teacher, and reading their own stories to
local wisdom authorities.

3. Organizing activities for enhancing primary school students has resulted in the
following: Local community gets involved with educational management and practice; Local
folk wisdom and learning resources have been developed and utilized for optimum use;
Cooperation exists among home, school, and temple; Students are trained to be public-
service minded and to have social responsibility; Learning activities are relevant to the
students’ needs and help them acquire thinking abilities that are creative, fluent, flexible,

fine and elaborate; and the students can extend and expand their ideas by themselves.
