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Abstract

This research aimed to study the states and teachers’ development desirable, and teachers
development on Thai Language Reading, Ban Nong Waeng, Muang District, Maha Sarakham
Educational Service Area Office, Zone 1. The sample of the research consisted of 6, Prathom
Suksa teachers who teach Thai language reading. The research was the Kemmis & McTaggaﬂ’s
Action Research with 2 spirals; Planning, Action, Observation, and Reflection
The data collected by questionnaire, achievement test, observation form, evaluation form, and

training. The research statistics used percentage, mean, standard deviation.
The research findings were as follows:

1. After studying the problem states and desirable for Prathom Suksa teachers’ Thai
reading skill development, Ban Nong Waeng school, Maha Sarakham Educational Service Area
Office, Zone 1 by meeting, studying the documents, teachers database, and the students’
achievement test score recording; In 2008, the Thai language teachers who worked under Maha
Sarakham Educational Service Area Office, Zone 1 had the assessment test mean score at 73.84
percents, that lower than the standard criteria mean score at 75 percents. The summary report of
quality assessment of the OBEC by The office for National Education Standards and Quality
Assessment (Public Organization) in 2006, it was at moderated. The SAR of Ban Nong Waeng
School reported that the students’ achievement test score in Thai Language was at low level.

When it studied the problems important and the list of teachers’ problems found that the teachers



needed to develop themselves, so it led to the teachers’ development plan by training workshop
and internal supervision.

2. After teachers training and teachers development for 2 circles, found that the teachers
participated the training, they had knowledge and awareness for the teachers’ development on
Thai language reading as the mean score at 4.28 and higher, so the participants were increased
their awareness for the core curriculum of the Basic Education B.E. 2551.

According to the feedback from the pre- training assessment form, the participants’ mean score
was at 49.17 percents, and increased at 83.33 percents after the training. The participants had
knowledge and awareness on the method for learning innovation development, 6 of them could
develop Thai reading exercises for their students. The overall of their reading exercise
assessment mean score was at high level (jf = 4728} and higher level (} = 3,51 up) When
it considered the individual patticipant found that, 4 of them could develop the exercises, and
their exercises assessment mean score was at 4.28 up, and 2 of them could develop the exercise,
