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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) survey needs of a local curriculum
for junior high school students in Kalasin Province, 2} design and develop the local
curriculum for junior high school students, and 3) implement and evaluate the
curriculum. The research methodology consisted of three steps. 1) The need of a local
curriculum were surveyed from 367 sample subjects of basic education schools in
Kalasin Province. The statistics used were mean, percentage, standard deviation. 2) The
curriculum was designed and developed through curriculum critique by experts,
academicians in curriculum and instruction, al also persons who concerned with local
curriculum - development. 3) The curriculum was implemented to the target students and
evaluated. The scores of pretest and posttest scores were used to identify the
currictdum development, The Wilcoxon Matched — Pairs Signed — Rank Test was
employed for data analysis.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. In regard to 19 local curriculums, the results showed that there were
three levels of need for local curricula: highest, high and moderate. There were one
curriculum with highest — rate — level, fourteen curricula with high —rate - level and
four curricula with moderate — rate —level of the needs. The highest rate levels of the
needs for one curriculum was Kalasin city (X =4.90,5.D.=0,30), and the three high-

rate -level of the need for local curriculum were “ Religious Rites (X =4.10,8.D.=



0.31), Praewa Silk Production (X =3.79,8.D.=0.66 ) and Local Wisdom* (X =3.79,
5.D.=0.72 } respectively.
2. The curriculum development was summarized as follows:
2,1 A draft of the local curriculums was written based on need
analysis {step 1).
2.2 The curriculums was criticized and developed by experts and
academicians in curriculums and instruction
2.3 The curriculums was implemented to the target junion high
schoo!l students and evaluated
3. The fimding indicated that the average posttest score and pretest score
of the students In practical skill were significantly different at the .05 level, The
average level of the attitudes of the students towards the local curriculums was high.
In conclusion, the finding indicate that the local curriculums is efficient and practical

for the improvement of knowledge, skills and attitude of students.
