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Abstract

This research had the objective to study and compare the levels of execution
according to the basic education standards, by aspect and on the whole, according to the
opinions of the educational institution administrators and teachers in the educational
institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary Educational Service Area 3, The population
consisted of 2,256 educational institution administrators and teachers who worked in the
educational institutions in the academic year 2010, obtained through stratified random
sampling. The sample size of 456 persons, comprising 130 educational institution
administrators and 326 teachers, was set according to the Krejcie and Morgan table,

The instrument for data collection was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire containing 51
items and having its reliability at 0.97. The statistics used comprised the mean and standard
deviation. The hypothesis testing employed t-test for independent samples.

The results are as follows:

1. The execution according to the basic education standards in the educational
institutions under Kalasin Office of Primary Educational Service Area 3 as seen by the
educational institution administrators and teachers, on the whole was in the high level. When
considered by aspect, every aspect was also in the high level. Ranked from high to low based

on the value of the mean, the aspects are in the following order: the standards of educational



management; the standards of learning and teaching, and the standards of leaming
community development, respectively.

2. The results of the comparison of the levels of execution according to the basic
education standards, by aspect and on the whole, according to the opinions of the educational
institution administrators and teachers in the educational institutions under Kalasin Office of
Primary Educational Service Area 3 revealed no differences.

3. Recommendations on the execution according to the basic education standards
from the educational institution administrators and teachers are as follows: on the aspect of
learning and teaching, an adequate number of teachers should be allocated, there should be
training in learner-centered learning activity organization for teachers, and teachers should be
assigned the right teaching job; on the aspect of educational management, there should be
training in administrative knowledge and skills fpr educational institution administrators, the
internal administration system should be reorganizéd for more efficiency, the educational
institution administration should be supervised, directed and monitored continuously; on the
aspect of learning community development, relations between the school and the community
should be promoted, collaboration should be enhanced to develop and provide learning using
community learning sources and the school. Community {earning sources and school leaming

sources should be utilized interchangeably.
