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ABSTRACT

Tile objectives of this rescarch were to 1)} Study on Hidden Curriculum in
Classroom Instructional Management of Grade 9 Education, 2 find the suggestions for
the efficient instructional management controlled by hidden curriculums for the quality
improvement of students, The sample Subjects were grade 9 students of I4 classes
from extended educational opportunity schools .in Muang District, Maha Sarakham
Province. They were selected by the purposive random sampling technique. The
research instrument were an evaluation form of lesson plans, two sets of an interview
form, two sets of an observation form and a questionnaire. The statisﬁcs used were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test {Independent Samples).

Result of The research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the insteuctional nodel of learning activity
management consisted of tcaching techniques, classroom management and evaluation.
Students were devided into groups for various learning activities. The checking
techniques were used for class attendant, standard school uvniform, responsibilities for
cleanliness of classroom. Regarding the evaluation. It was found that pre-test and post-
test fechnique, pgroup work assessment were cmployed for the evaluation, and the

excellent students were rewarded.



2. According to the interview of 14 teachers, it showed that the
percentage of the teachers in instructional management were 100

3. The finding showed that the highest level of teaching management of
the teachers was 100 and the lowest level the teaching management of the teacher
was 42.9

4. The finding showed that most of the students disliked the techniques
use for classroom management,

5. The instructional atmosphere was summarized as follows,

5.1 Regarding teaching techniques, most of the low achievers did not
want to join a group work whit clever students because the low achievers were
serious and worried about finishing their works in time, and they were not happy to
ask the high achicvers the questions because they felt inferior to them.

5.2 Regarding classroom management, it was found that the students
felt jealous to any students who were excellent and rewarded and were admired by
teachers. They felt discouraged.

5.3 Regarding the evaluation, it indicated that the students worried
about the unexpected tests, time, post-test scorcs, including, scores of work

performance.
