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Abstract

This research had the objectives to study the participation in educational administration of
the basic education institution comunittees, compare the participation in educational administration
of the basic education institution committees, and study the approaches recommended by the basic
education institution committees on the participation in educational administration of the basic
education institution committees. The sample consisted of 480 basic education institution
committee members under Kalasin Office of Primary Education Service Area 2. The instrument
was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the total reliability at .98. The statistics employed in
the analysis of data included percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and focus groups which

employed content analysis,
The results revealed the following:

1. The participation in educational administration of the basic education institution
Committees, on the whole, was in the high level. When considered by aspect, it was found that
every aspect was in the high level. Ranked from high to low according to the value of the mearn,
they are as follows: general administration; academic administration; personnel administration;
and budget administration. When classified by the status and the size of the school, it was found

that the participation was in the high level, on the whole and by aspect,



2. The comparison of the level of participation in educational administration of
the basic education institution committees, classified by the status and the size of the school,
revealed that they differed with statistical significance at .05 level.

3. The approaches recommended by the basic education institution committees on
the participation in educational administration of the basic education institution committees are as
foliows: 1) On the academic aspect, the basic education institution committee should be assigned
to take part in school-based curriculum. That is to say, the basic education institution committee
should propose local needs in order that the needs be made strands in the school-based curriculum.
The basic education institution committee should be part of the curriculum evaluation committee
in order to further develop the curriculum. 2) On the budget aspect, the basic education institution
committee should be assigned to be part of the evaluation committee for school programs, projects
and activities in order that they would help maximize the benefit of the school budget. 3) On the
aspect of personnel administration, the basic education institution committee should be assigned to
participate in dissemination and publicize teachers and personnel’s achievements, aiming at the
parents and the communify as to let them share the merit of such achievements. 4) On the aspect of
general administration, the basic education institution committee should seriously take part in a
task force to write and approve the annual operation plan which is congruent with the quality
development plan of the educational institution. Moreover, the basic education institution
commiftee should have the opportunity to propose projects and activities to be appropriately
written in the annual operation plan of the educationat institution for efficiency in organizing

educational activities that meet the needs of the community,
