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Abstract

This research employed mixed methodology. It aimed to study and compare
between the level of the actual role and the level of the expected role in learner-centered
learning management by the teachers in the educational institutions, and to study procedure
in learner-centered learning management development for the teachers in the educational
institutions under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 24 according to the

_opinions of the basic educational institution committees. The research was divided into 2
phases. The sample for phase I was obtained through simple random sampling, using the
educational institution as the sampling unit, The sample consisted of the chairpersons of the
basic educational institution committees, the educational institution administrators, and the
teacher representatives in the basic educational institution committees. The Aample made up
of 144 persons altogether, The instrument used in the research was a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire with the reliability of .98. The statistics employed in the analysis of data
included percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The statistics for hypothesis testing were
t-test and F-test, and also paired test by Scheffe’s method was used. The satnple for phase 2
was obtained through purposive sampling; the sample consisted of the 15 members of the basic
educational institution committee of Nongkungsriwittayakarn School, Nongkungsri District,

Office of Secondary Education Service Area 24,



The results of the research revealed the followings :

1. The level of the actual role in learner-centered learning organization, on the
whole, was in the high level. When considered by aspect, every aspect had their real role in
the high level. Ranked from high to low according to the value of the mean, the aspects are
in this order: the aspect of teaching preparation; the aspect of learning-teaching organization;
and the aspect of measurement and evaluation, respectively.

2. The expected role in learner-centered learning management of the teachers in
the educational institutions, on the whole, was in the highest level. When considered by aspect,
every aspect revealed expected role in the highest level. Orderly ranking from high to low
according to the value of the mean, the aspecis are in this order: the aspect of learning-teaching
management ; the aspect of teaching preparation; and the aspéct of measurement and
evaluation, respectively. |

3. The comparison of the opinions of the basic educational institution committee
members, based on their status, on the actual role and the expected role in learner-centered
learning management of the teachers in the educational institutions, on the whole and by
aspect, revealed no difference.

4. The comparison of the opinions of the basic educational institution committee
members, based on the actual role and the expected role in learner-centered learning
management of the teachers in the educational institutions, on the whole and by aspect, it was

- found that there was a difference in their opinions with statistical significance at .03, on the
whole and by aspect.

5. The study of approaches in learner-centered learning management
development by the teachers in the educational institutions revealed that:

On the aspect of teaching preparation, the teachers should prepare their own
knowledge of the content to be taught, prepare teaching media — materials, equipment, and
learning sources — so they are ready and adequate for use by the students. The teachers should
also prepare tools for measurement and evaluation that imeet the standard as well as write

lesson plans in order to design learning activities.



On the aspect of learning-teaching management, learning atmosphere should
be provided in such a way that the students learn happily from practical learning experience.
Suitable and adequate modermn media should be provided for the students.

On the aspect of measurement and evaluation, the evaluation by the teachers
must cover the objectives and correspond to the standards and indicators. Evaluation must
be exercised continuously and systematically before, during and after learning with various
methods. The results of the evaluation should be used in further self-improvement and

development.
