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Abstract

The purposes of this rescarch were 1) to develop programmed lessons
presented with cartoons to practice English comprehensive reading for Prathom Suksa
4 students, 2) to determine the effectiveness index of leaming, activities, 3) to
compare the student’s English comprehensive reading skill before and after learning,
and 4) to investigate the student’s satisfaction toward learning activitics by using
programmed lessons presented with cartoons. The samples used in this research
consisted of 11 Prathum Suksa 4 students studying in Ban Lhoangaew school
(Lhoangaew Wittayanukul) under The Office of Roi-Et Educational service Area 1.
They were selected by purposive sampling method. The research instruments were
programmed lessons, lessons plans, A student’s English comprehensive reading skill
test with the difficulty indices ranged from .32 to .77, the discrimination indices
ranged from .20 to .57, and the reliability value was .82, and A student’s satisfaction
questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation,

and t-test (dependent sample)

The research results were as follows :
1. The programmed lessons presented with cartoons to practices English
comprehensive reading for Prathum Suksa 4 students yielded 87.58 /86.67 efficiont

which was higher than the 80 /80 criteria established.



2. The comparison of student’s English comprehensive reading skill after
learning thtough leaming activities by using programmed lessons presented with
carfoons and that before using them found that the difference in score was significant

at the level of .01.

3, The effectiveness index of the learning activities by using programmed
lessons presented with cartoons was .72 which indicated that the percentage of the
students increased the achievement was .72.

4. The student’s level of satisfaction toward learning activities by using
programmed lessons presents with carfoons was at the highest level. (f =446,

S.D. =0.25)
