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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to : study the conditions and guideline of
academtic affair administration in the basic education school under the office of the secondary school
zone 26 This study was conducted in2 phéses, as follows. Phase I was for studying the conditions to
compare the levels of academic affairs administration and collect suggestions in order to be guidelines
improvement. This was classified in status and school sizes. The subjects comprised of 387 people
who were school administrators and teachers, selected through stratified random sampling. The
research instruments were a 44-items 5-rating-scale questionnaire with a reliability of 0.98. The
collected data were analyzed by using computer program to calculate for percentage, mean, and
standard deviation ; t-test (independent samples) and F-test were employed for testing hypotheses.
Phase 1I was found the guideline of academic affair administration in the basic education school by
using a focus group discussion seminar with 9 experts and data were analyzed description.

Findings of the research are as follows:
1.The conditions and guideline of academic affair administration in the basic education
school under the office of the secondary school zone 26 as overall and in each of all the aspect were at
high level. Ranked from high to low, the top 3 aspects are : The aspect of selecting books and
textbooks for uses at the educational institution, development of local curricula ; and coordination in
cooperation in academic development petween the educational institution and other.
2. In comparing opinion of administrators and teachers involving the current conditions of

academic affairs administration at basic school, when the respondent’s status was considered,



no differences were found, When the school sizes were considered, it was faunal that there were
differences, The small-sized schools were difference from the medium-sized and the large-sized
school. At 3 ranks were : study in educational institution, guidance and selecting books and textbooks
for uses at the educational institution at the 05 level of statistical significance,

3. The guideline of academic affair administration in the basic education school under the
office of the secondary school zone 26 by the experts were to the internal quality assurance system
development, by building conscious and train personnel to believe in the quality assurance of the
school. The promoting and supporting academic affairs to person, families, organization, agencies
and other institutions which provided educational, by giving a chance to the community participates
and public arrangement activity learning relations of the school. The educational supervision, by use
the varicus supervisions appropriately. The learning process development, by encourage fo the
teachers use the lesson plan to learn affect with learning process arrangement. The administration
studies the instruction in the school, by the administration studies the instruction that emphasizes the

student in witness and insinuate with the think procedure.
