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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study problems and needs in development of
learning resources of Nongno Wittaya School, Kalasin Office of Educational Services Area 2;
2) develop the school’s learning resources through action research; and 3} evaluate development
of the school’s learning resources. Development of the learning resources made use of the following
strategies: Focus Group Discussion, Participatory Learning Resource Development, and Internal
Supervision. This action research was conducted through the following development procedure:
planning, acting, observing, and reflecting, There were 7 research participants in this study, and
the instruments used were Question Guidelines for Focus Group Discussion, Observation Form,
Structured-Interview Form, and Questionnaire, Data were analyzed by using the Triangulation
Technique. The statistics used for quantitative data analyses were mean, percentage, and standard
deviation; while qualitative data analyses made use of records of focus group discussion, observation
form, and structured-interview form. These data were later descriptively analyzed and presented.

Findings of the study reveal the following:

1. Regarding problems in developing leaming resources, it was found that there were

not enough resources for leamning development, the available resources were not in proper condition,
there was lack of involvement in learning resource development, teachers did not make use of the

available resources for learning development, there were not enough resources for academic works,



and there was inadequate budget for developing learning resources. Regarding needs for the school’s
learning resource development, it was found that there were needs in library development, ICT
deve]opme_nt, and development of learning resources and the environment within the school.

2. The development of the school’s learning resources resulted in the library’s better
fearning condition, improved library system, purchase of new books adequate for learning
management, and availability of tables and chairs for student s use; ICT resource development
resulted in adequate computers for students’ use, availability of the internet for teachers’ and
students’ use in searching knowledge and information, systematic use of rooms and classrooms,
better learning environment, and adequate instructional materials; and for the environment within
the school, the development resulted in availability of agricultural plots, greenhouse, school’s
forest as a leaming resource, and school’s herbal garden appropriatelﬁ.r arranged for students’ learning,
Besides, the development also resulted in a bookshelf inside each classroom, and leamning corners
properly maintained and organized for students’ learning,

3, Bvaluation of the development of the school’s leamning resources revealed that the

development was rated at the highest level of appropriateness,
