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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study the state of possessions administration in 6 aspects,
namely: planning, identification of needs, procurement of processions, distribution of
possessions, maintenance of possessions, and the sale of possessions; 2} compare the
opinions of the school administrators, possessions officers, chairpersons of the basic
education institution committees, and the teacher representatives, on the state of possessions
administration, on the whole and by each aspect; 3} compare the opinions of the school
administrators, possessions officers, chairpersons of the basic education institution
committees, and the teacher representatives in schools of different size, on the state of
poséessions administration, on the whole and by each aspect. The target group comprised
140 persons who worked in the academic year 2011 which included school administrators,
possessions officers, chairpersons of the basic education institution committees, and teacher
representatives in the secondary schools under the Office of Secondary Education Service
Area 26. The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire containing 45 items.

The results revealed that: 1) the school administrators, possessions officers,
chairpersons of the basic education institution committees, and the teacher representatives
had their opinions on the state of possessions administration, on the whole and by each
aspect, in the high level; 2) the school administrators, possessions officers, chairpersons of
the basic education institution committees, and the teacher representatives had no difference

in their opinions, on the whole, on the state of possessions administration; when considered



by aspect, it was found that there was a difference in 1 aspect —that is the aspect of
identification of needs, with statistical significance at the .05 level; 3) the school
administrators, possessions officers, chairpersons of the basic education institution
committees, and the teacher representatives in schools of different size had no difference in
their opinions, on the whole, on the state of possessions administration; and when considered
by aspect, there were differences in 4 aspects, with statistical significance at the .05 level, and
there was no difference in 2 aspects which are the aspect of procurement of possessions and

the aspect of the sale of possessions.
