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Abstract

This research aims to: 1) study present condition and problems of Youth-
Farmers group in adapting sufficient economic philosophy for management of the
Youth-Farmers’ Dream Weav'ing, Nongkhecawittaya School ; 2) study adaptation
procedure of sufficient economic philosophy for management of the Youth-Farmers’
Dream Weaving Project of Nongkheawittaya Schoot ; and 3) study the development of
youth-farmers’ group in sufficient economic philosophy adaptatioh for “management of
the youth-farmers’ dream weaving project, Nongkheawittaya School

This research used mixed method approach. Focus group consists of 1) school
administrators, 20 teacher participants, 3) youth-former group, 4) model parent of well-
being follows sufficient economic philosophy, and 5) 103 Kalasin Land Reform Office
staff. The research conducted form June 2552 to March 2553. Research tools used were
questionnaire, observation note, interviewing form, and group discussion, Data
investigation used tripod data investigation whereas data analysis results were presented
in the form of table with description.

Research result found that:

1. Present condition of youth-farmer group in sufficient economic philosophy

adaptation for youth-farmers’ dream weaving project found overall in moderate level



and considered by aspect found high level in work networking aspect and moderate
level in two aspects as identical summarized conception and public relation aspects.
Problems of youth-farmer group in sufficient economic philosophy adaptation
for
youth-farmers’ dream weaving project management were - 1) insufficient budget for the
project operation ; 2) teachers, students, and parent lacked of knowledge and ability on
sufficient economic philosophy adaptation for management of youth - farmers’ dream
weaving ; 3) lacked of monitoring and following continually from administrators ; 4) no
covering all agricultural land irrigation ; 5) Jacked of management technology ; and 6)
lacked of knowledge and understanding on marketing. Problems solutions were : 1)
proposes the project proposal for budgete ring to local administration organization and
agricultural land reform agency or other organizations ; organize seminar for teachers,
students and parent to give knowledge, practical method in sufficient economic
philosophy adaptation including giving knowledge on marketing and introduction of
technologies for the project management ; 3) sufficiently expands the agricultural
irrigation system ; and 4) having assessmeunt, monitoring and periodical follow-up by
administrators.

2. sufficient economic philosophy adaptation procedure of youth-farmers’
dream weaving project consists of following activities : 1) studies present condition on
knowledge and understanding of teachers, students and parent in sufficient economic
philosophy adaptation : 2) organize training to give knowledge to teachers, students and
parents on sufficient economic philosophy adaptation ; 3) operation of youth-farmer
dream weaving project with cooperation of teachers, parents and students which is the
main focus of the project;4) directs and follow up by school administrators, teachers
and parents ; 5) outcome assessment and summary by administrators, teachers and
students : and 6) report the project success to related individuals and public

3. Development of youth-farmer group in sufficient economic philosophy
adaptation for youth-farmers® dream weaving project management found post-operation
means higher than pre-operation means inall aspects, The post-operation mean has

increased development 14.02% and once considers by aspect found : identical



summarized conception aspect got highest increased, 17.39%, follows by working

networking aspect, 15.63%, and lastly is public relation aspect increase 9.47%
